ALETTER FROM PAUL. ..
9::") Well, it's Christmas season and there is excitement in the air (for me.) As a
pastor who typically celebrates no more than two holiday seasons in any one

church, this is my first Christmas here at Center Church. In the early planning stages much
seems familiar: pageants, carols, decking the halls, decisions about music and getting
readers for the late service (always the biggest challenge — hint, hint.) | also know that

Christmas services in each different place will have moments of magic and mystery and joy.

Christmas this year should be like that first one — from the shepherds’ point of view. |
anticipate being filled with mystery, surprise, fear, trembling and joy. Christmas recalls and
celebrates the coming of the light into the world. When the ancient church fathers decided
that a feast day commemorating Jesus’ birth was to be fixed in the calendar they chose
December 25", That date coincided with various non-Christian festivals celebrated on the day
of the least amount of sunlight and looking forward to the lengthening of daylight period. This
was (and is) the church’s way of acknowledging that Jesus is “the light of the world.” This is
symbolized in just about every place of worship throughout the Christian world by white (the
traditional liturgical color representing Jesus) candle(s) being regularly displayed. The candles
remind us of the faith that says Jesus is the light in our darkness, the one who shows us the
way, and the bright morning star that punctures the night.

This Christmas as Center Church celebrates the annual coming of light into the world it
should hold more symbolism than usual. The candles on the wreath of Advent (progressively
lit in the increasing darkness of December) recall that God made us promises (in the past),
we are to wait expectantly (in the present), and hope (in the near future) for restoration, a way
out of the darkness, a path that leads us in new exciting directions of faith. The hours of
daylight that lead to Christmas actually get shorter and shorter, with the shortest daylight time
being December 22 and then more light comes into our lives literally in the skies and
figuratively in a small stable in Bethlehem. What seems hopeless begins to radiate
expectation that God has once again initiated a series of good (and even miraculous)
things. Like the shepherds, we are called to heed the message from heaven’s angels and
rush to see what it is God has done! Will it always make sense? Will we always know what it
all means? Will it always be the familiar path with a clear goal leading to some grand
conclusion — or will Messiah’s salvation, hope, joy, peace and justice reside in an insignificant
stable in an insignificant town? Will God call us to see the way in what looks like no way? Isn’t
that the true wonder of Christmas?

Join together with the family at Center Church this holiday season (Advent through Epiphany)
and let's see together what miraculously simple, holy and joyous things God plans to gift to us
again. God bless each of you at this season and into and throughout 2008.

The Advent and Christmas Experience — Still Speaking...
Waiting.

We don’t wait very well, do we, especially when something has been promised? Think about the Israglitesin
exile and the new words from God about the promised coming of Messiah that came to them through the
prophets (remember, they already had the Pentateuch).

How does the word “exile” become used as metaphor in our own lives? What “new” words from more recent
prophets point us to the renewed promise of Messiah, in the person of Jesus and hiswork asthe Christ. The
words of promise in Isaiah about “the wolf shall lie down with the lamb” seem improbable in our world, don’t

they.

As we journey through Advent into Christmas and beyond, consider some of the “new” words the choir will
offer and we will sing in worship:

Adam lay ybounden, bounden in a bond,;

Four thousand winter thought he not too long.

And all was for an apple, an apple that he took,

As clerkes finden written in their book...

...Blessed be the time that apple taken was,

Therefore we moun singen, Deo gratias! [ Thanks be to God!] — Sloane Manuscript, 15" century

A tender shoot hath started up from a root of grace,

As ancient seers imparted from Jesse’ s holy race.

It blooms without a blight, blooms in the cold bleak winter,

Turning our darknessinto light. —Otto Goldschmidt (1829-1907), transl.

CELEBRATING 375 YEARS
1632 — 2007

On Sunday, December 2™ Christians begin anew liturgical year with the season of Advent; Advent leads us
to Christmas when we celebrate the birth of Jesus. Most of us look forward to special moments of worship and
fellowship during the coming weeks at Center Church.

Imagine my surprise when | discovered that the first time there was a public celebration of Christmas in
Center Church was only one hundred forty-five years ago; in 1862! Dr. Joel Hawes was the minister. He had
been invited by Dr. Parker of South Church to come and participate in Christmas worship at South Church in
1861. He did, and the following year Center Church hosted a union Christmas worship service with Hartford's
Methodists and Baptists. It was well attended and well received but was not repeated the following year.

And, that’s all we know at this point in time. As with much of our research into our archives, we may find
out more on early Christmas worship at Center Church, but it will probably be when we are looking for
something else. We wish you the blessings of this Holy season.

PERSONAL RECOLLECTIONS FROM ENGLAND

One of the wonderful aspects of the trip to England “ In the Footsteps of Thomas Hooker” was the opportunity
to meet people who have vastly different life experiences from ourselves. | was struck by the stories of two
exceptional women whom we met, and they were kind enough to share their recollections with me. We now
have these documents in our church library and | invite you to read them. Y ou will enter a different world.
Lucette Cooper was Bill’s and my hostess in Chelmsford, along with her husband Brian. She was born in
Algeria and raised as an orphan by two English ladies. During World War 1l at the age of six, she and her
‘aunties’ and another child were evacuated to England. Lucette’'s autobiography describes memories of her
early childhood in Africa, her trip to England and her experiences growing up and being educated as a nurse.
We met Pat Herniman in Little Baddow. She has shared her reminiscences of England during the War: She was
sent as a child into the country, but subsequently returned to London. She has documented German bombings in
her area of London, including the planes, the missiles used, the bomb shelters that were constructed.
